A stroke takes place when either a «clot blocks the
blood supply to the brain or when a blood vessel in
the brain bursts.»

The injection of modified adult human stem cells
«into the brains of chronic stroke patients» has led
to promising results; a «small» clinical trial led by re-
searchers at the Stanford University School of Medi-
cine has shown.

According to a news release from Stanford, the pro-
cedure - which involved drilling a hole into the skulls
of 18 patients and then injecting stem cells into their
brains using a syringe - helped restore patients) mo-
tor function.

The majority of the patients in the trial had their
strokes «at least a full year» before the trial took place,
Stanford said. Patients improved by several standard
measures, and their improvement was not only sta-
tistically significant, but clinically meaningful. Their
ability to move around had recovered visibly.

The head of neurosurgery at Stanford, Gary Steinberg,
operated on 12 of the patients, with the other proce-
dures taking place at the University of Pittsburgh,

While the stem cells did not survive in patients> brains

for more than a month or so, Steinberg said that their
recovery was «sustained for greater than one year and,
in some cases now, more than two years.»

What was striking about the trial was both the lack of
significant side effects from the stem cells, as well as
the fact that a patients improvement did not seem to
depend on their age.

«Older people tend not to respond to treatment as

well, but here we see 70-year-olds recovering substan-

tially» Steinberg said.

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The Golden Ratio

Meisner (2015) asks “What makes a single num-
ber so interesting that ancient Greeks, Renais-
sance artists, a 17th century astronomer and
a 2lst century novelist all would write about
it?” This number is called the golden number
and is also known as the Golden Ratio, Golden
Proportion, Golden Mean, Golden Section, Di-
vine Proportion and Divine Section. It is an ir-
rational number (1.61803399) that results from
dividing a line in a single way (Meisner, 2015).
If you divide a line into two parts, there is a
unique point at which the ratio of the large part
to the smaller part is equal to the ratio of the

whole line to the large part.

Another way to find the golden ratio mathe-
matically is by using the Fibonacci sequence. It
is a series that starts with 0 and then we add 1
to get 1(Meisner, 2015). Similarly, we keep on
adding the two numbers to get the next num-
ber: 0, 1, 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 13, 21, 34, 55, 89, 144,
233, and so on (Meisner, 2015). If you divide
any two consecutive numbers in this sequence
you will get a number which is very close to the
golden number (Meisner, 2015). For instance,

233/144 = 1.61805K1.61803399.

The golden ratio
has an effect on the
human’s body. For
example, a man
whose waist mea-
sures 30.5 inches
and shoulder measures 49 inches will have a
ratio equal to 49/30.5=1.606 ( ROMANIELLO
,n.d). The perfect body is the one whose propor-

tions are equal to the golden ratio.

The golden ratio also has an essential role in

arts. The amazing beauty of the Mona Lisa

painting is due to the fact that her face and
body follow the golden ratio proportion (An-
war,2015). According to Anwar (2015), Leon-
ardo Di Vinci used the golden ratio in the Last
Supper painting. That is why Jesus was placed
at the middle right.

The golden ratio is also used in architecture.
“Every time you view a building with evenly
spaced columns, that’s a nod to the ratio and it’s
tenure with the ancient greeks. Every time you
look at a home with a peaked and sloped roof
that allows for winter snows to easily fall off,
that’s also thanks to the ratios calculations.”(
Mastroeni,2014). Mastroeni (2014) states “ If
an architect wants to make a structure larger
or smaller to accommodate their clients’ needs,
as long as they follow the principles laid out by
the ratio, they have the ability to correctly alter
a building’s proportions with just a few simple
calculations” . Mastroeni (2014) believes that
the golden ratio helps architectures to “prop-
erly determine a buildings layout, space out
windows, and determine where a door should
be placed in a room” As a result, the building

appears more attractive ( Mastroeni,2014).

On the other hand, many photographers work
based on a phi grid or a fibonacci spiral. Pat-
kar (2015) states that images that are done us-
ing the golden ratio are more attractive and are
processed quickly by the brain.

Here is an example of how the Fibonacci spiral

is used. “

It was a foggy, late
afternoon during fall

and I wanted to cap-

o

ture the colours of the
sunset that were fil-
tering through the fog
as well as the beautiful crimson colour of the fall
foliage. I aimed to incorporate one person who

stood out walking along the path, the fall foli-

age in the foreground, and the tree line as the
central point of focus in my frame. To do this I
positioned these aspects in the center of my imag-
ined rectangle, knowing that it contained several
of the key focus points associated with the ratio,
and incorporated the fog into the scene along the
wide arc of the spiral’( Patkar,2015).

On your android phone, you can download
Camera Zoom FX(3$) which consists of the phi
grid and the Fibonacci spiral ( Patkar,2015). L.
For iPhone, you can download Camera Awe-
some (free) to use the Fibonacci spiral or Phi
Camera (1$) for the phi grid( Patkar,2015)..
The golden ratio also appears in logos. For in-
stance, Anwar (2015) declares that Toyota used
the golden ratio in its logo. Another example
is the Apple. “Apple has used circles true to the
Fibonacci series to place and cut out shapes of
the Apple logo™ (Anwar,2015).
